I thank Thomas M. Lera for the time he spent sorting and arranging, in a format that makes
sense, the Florida Military postmarks | have collected over the past thirty years. He also did a
great job of not only scanning and detailing the images of the covers, but also in cropping the
handstamps and postmarks.

Many of these covers were offered to me by the late William Helbock with the idea this Florida
Military Mail Census might be published in his journal LaPosta. The total numbers of covers
prohibit publishing all the cover illustrations.

Hopefully, by putting this research collection on the Florida Postal History Society website,
members and readers with examples of new and missing Florida military handstamps and
postmarks will add them to this census by emailing me a scan or copy for inclusion in a future
update.
